Navigating the Medicaid 
Waiver system can be 
complex and confusing.  
Below is a brief primer on 
various waivers Imagine! 
consumers and family 
members use for funding 
services. You are only able 

to get services 
from one 
waiver.  If you 
have any 
questions 
about any of 
these waivers, 
please contact 
your case 
manager.  

The Children’s Home 
and Community-Based 
Services Waiver (C-
HCBS) is a Medicaid 
Waiver Program designed 
to provide Medicaid 
benefits to children with 
disabilities or medical 
conditions who are at risk 
of hospitalization or 
nursing facility placement, 
and who would otherwise 
not be eligible for Medicaid 
due to parental income.  

The Children’s 
Extensive Support 
Waiver (CES)  is intended 
to provide Medicaid 
benefits and additional 
targeted services and 
supports to children with 
developmental delays/
disabilities who are at risk 
of hospitalization or 
nursing facility placement, 

and who might otherwise 
be ineligible for Medicaid 
due to parental income. To 
qualify for the CES Waiver, 
a child must be younger 
than 18 years of age, 
require constant line of 
sight supervision or 
attention due to 
significantly challenging 
behavior(s) and/or existing 
medical condition(s), and 
need interventions 
throughout the night. 

The Home and 
Community-Based 
Services/Children With 
Autism Waiver (HCBS/
CWA) is designed to 
provide Medicaid benefits 
and additional funding for 
behavior therapies 
(including individual and 
group therapy) and for 
training and modeling for 
parents so that the therapies 
may be continued in the 
home. HCBS/CWA funds 
include a maximum of three 
years in the program and a 
maximum of $25,000 
annually per qualified 
consumer.  To qualify for 
HCBS/CWA, the child 
must be younger than six 
years of age, have a medical 
diagnosis of autism, and 
meet the qualification 
criteria of the C-HCBS 
Waiver. 

The Pediatric Hospice 
Waiver allows children 
with life-limiting illnesses 

to continue to pursue 
curative care, while also 
being able to receive 
services to relieve pain and 
to cope with impending 
death.  Services available 
under the Pediatric Hospice 
Waiver Program include 
respite care, counseling, 
expressive therapy, and 
palliative/support care. 

The Home and 
Community-Based 
Services/ 
Developmentally 
Disabled Waiver 
(HCBS/DD) is for 24-hour 
care outside of parental or 
family homes for people 18 
years of age and older. 

The Home and 
Community-Based 
Services/Supported 
Living Services Waiver
(HCBS/SLS) is for people 
18 years of age or older who 
are living in their home or 
their family’s home.  It is 
not meant to provide 24-
hour care.  

The Home and 
Community-Based 
Services/Elderly, Blind, 
and Disabled Waiver 
(HCBS/EBD) provides 
personal care services in the 
person’s home.  This waiver 
is provided through Adult 
Care Management, Inc., not 
Imagine!, but it can benefit 
Imagine! consumers 18 
years of age and older.
